Biographical notes

Michael Burke works as an independent economic consultant and advisor. He has
worked professionally as an economist for over 20 years in a variety of roles. He has
worked in the City of London, including as senior international economist for
Citibank in London. Michael’s main areas of work are international
macroeconomics, determinants of growth, financial markets, economic history and
economic policymaking. He has always taken a keen interest in the Irish economy,

north and south.

Sara Burke is a policy analyst, journalist, writer and broadcaster. Sara has a weekly
health slot on RTE Radio 1’s Drivetime programme and regularly publishes articles
in the national print media. She also carries out independent policy analysis and
research, most recently for TASC on health inequalities. She is in her final year of a
PhD on the political economy of health policy in Trinity College Dublin. Her book
Irish Apartheid: Healthcare Inequality in Ireland was published in June 2009. Between
2004 and 2006, she was managing editor in Village magazine. She worked in public
health policy full time between 1997 and 2004, including two years in the
Department of Health and four years in the Institute of Public Health in Ireland, a
north south body where her work focussed on comparative health and social
policies, North and South. From 1992 to 1997, she worked for Focus as an outreach

worker with homeless teenagers in Dublin.

Dr Pauline Conroy is a social scientist who has worked with the European
Commission on gender and anti-poverty issues, with the Council of Europe on
outworkers in Europe and with the ILO on disability rights. She co-authored with
Helen O’Leary the first contemporary study of indebtedness among low income
tamilies Do the Poor Pay More? She is currently a guest lecturer in UCD and TCD and

is designing a curriculum in disability studies with the Open Training College.

Dr John Fanning is Chair of the TASC Board. He worked in market research and
advertising for more than thirty years, and now lectures in branding and marketing

communications at the Smurfit Business School.

Professor James K. Galbraith is currently the Lloyd M. Bentsen Chair in
Government and Business Relations and Professor of Economics at the LBJ School of
Public Affairs at the University of Texas at Austin. He holds degrees from Harvard
and Yale. His recent research has focused on the measurement and understanding of
inequality in the world economy, and leads an informal research group called the

University of Texas Inequality Project with several of the school’s distinguished
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graduate students. Dr. Galbraith maintains several outside connections, including
serving as a Senior Scholar of the Levy Economics Institute and as Chair of the Board
of Economists for Peace and Security. James Galbraith's latest book is The Predator
State: How Conservatives Abandoned the Free Market and Why Liberals Should Too (2008).

Prof Stephany Griffith -Jonesis Financial Markets Director, Initiative for Policy
Dialogue, Columbia University; previously she was Professorial Fellow at IDS,
Sussex University. Her fields of research and policy advice include international
finance (especially reform of the international financial system, with emphasis
on reforming financial regulation as well as taxing financial transactions) and
macro-economic policy. She has advised many governments, including the UK,
German, Brazilian, Czech and Chilean, as well as international organizations,
including several parts of the United Nations, the European Commission, the
European Parliament, the World Bank and think tanks, such as FEPS. She started her
career working in the Central Bank of Chile. She has published widely, including
more than 20 books and many articles. Her latest book, Time for the Visible Hand
(OUP), was co-edited with Joe Stiglitz and Jose A Ocampo.

Dr Tom Healy is Director of the Economic Research Unit located in the Irish
Congress of Trade Unions. The Unit has recently been established with the support
of a number of trade unions affiliated to Congress, with the aim of developing
economic analysis and progressive policy options and alternatives for both
economies on the island of Ireland. Dr Healy has previously worked in the Economic
and Social Research Institute, the Northern Ireland Economic Research Centre, the
Organisation for Economic Cooperation and Development, the National Economic
and Social Forum and the Department of Education and Skills. He holds a PhD
(economics and sociology) from UCD. His research interests include areas such as
the impact of public expenditure, education, social capital and measures of well-

being.

Professor Stuart Holland was formerly a Member of the House of Commons and
Shadow Minister for Development Cooperation, when he worked closely with Willy
Brandt, then Shadow Financial Secretary to the UK Treasury. In his twenties he was
personal adviser on European affairs to Harold Wilson, and gained the consent of
Charles De Gaulle to the second British application to join the EEC. He proposed the
case for a New Messina Conference which was endorsed by Andreas Papandreou
and Francois Mitterrand and led to the commitment to economic and social cohesion
of the Single European Act. He proposed Union Bonds and a European Investment

Fund in a 1993 report to Jacques Delors. As an adviser to Antonio Guterres, he

A
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recommended that the terms of reference of the European Investment Bank should
include investments in health, education, urban renewal and environment, as well as
green technology and innovation which enabled the FEIB to fulfil its Lisbon 2000
cohesion and convergence remit and its successful i2i and Innovation 2010
initiatives. He is currently Professor of Economics at the University of Coimbra in

Portugal.

Professor David Jacobson was Professor of Economics in DCU and lectured in
economics and political economy there since 1983. He has also taught at universities
in Japan, France, the United States, Israel and Cyprus. He has been a member of a
number of research consortia funded by the EU, including one on policy and
innovation in so-called low-tech industries, and another on aviation as a sectoral
system of innovation in Europe. His other funded work has included research for
SIPTU, the Marine Institute and Enterprise Ireland. He spent a term as an
independent government appointee on NESC and has received a number of awards

and scholarships for his research.

Dr Sheila Killian is Head of the Department of Accounting & Finance at the Kemmy
Business School, University of Limerick. Sheila has taught in UL since 1994. Prior to
that she was a senior tax consultant with both Ernst & Young and KPMG, and a Tax
Senior with Arthur Andersen & Co. She worked in the aviation finance industry as a
leasing analyst, and as a programmer in both the educational software and industrial
sectors. Sheila has a primary degree in mathematics, a master’s degree in business
studies and a PhD in taxation. She qualified as a chartered accountant in 1992
(national prizewinner in the final admitting exams) and as an associate of the
Institute of Taxation in Ireland in 1989. She had published her research on five

continents.

Dr Helena Lenihan is Assistant Dean, Research, and Senior Lecturer in Economics at
the Kemmy Business School, University of Limerick. She has published extensively
on industrial, enterprise and innovation policy evaluation, industrial and enterprise
policy development, innovation policy, and the role of SMEs/entrepreneurship in
economic development and firm growth. In 2008/09, she was an invited Visiting
Fellow at the University of Cambridge, UK. In 2006, she was Conference Chair for
the 9™ European Network on Industrial Policy (EUNIP) International Conference

which was hosted at the University of Limerick.
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ProfessorTer r enc e Mc Pisdrongthe’ Usiversity of Massachusetts at
Ambherst. Before joining NUI Galway in 1995, other appointments were at the
Institute for Industry Studies, New York State School of Industrial and Labor
Relations at Cornell University, at Canisius College, Buffalo, and at Dublin City
University. His current research interests include globalization, American and Irish
economic history, political economy, the history of economic thought and economics
education for labor and community groups. He is a founder of NUI Galway’s
Master’s Degree in Public Advocacy and Activism. He has published in both
academic and popular outlets. He has recently co-edited Contemporary Capitalism and
Its Crises: Social Structure of Accumulation Theory for the 21 Century published by
Cambridge University Press. Past publications include Was Ireland a Colony?
Economics, Politics, Ideology and Culture in the Irish Nineteenth Century and Minding

Your Own Business: Economics at Work.

Tom McDonnell is an economist and Policy Analyst with TASC. He is currently
completing his PhD in economics at NUI Galway, where he also lectured in
economics between 2005 and 2010. Tom’s doctoral work is on the economics of
innovation with a particular focus on the development and diffusion of
telecommunications in Ireland since independence. Tom is the author of the Debt
and Banking Crisis: Progressive Approaches for Europe and Ireland, a discussion paper
issued by TASC in May 2011.

Dr Anne -Marie McGauran is a policy analyst with the National Economic and
Social Forum, where she is currently working on a project on the regulation of
human services in Ireland. She previously worked as a policy analyst in the NESF, a
researcher in the Institute of Public Administration, and as Head of the NDP Gender
Equality Unit in the Department of Justice, Equality and Law Reform.
